Pray for every person who identifies with being ‘Christian’ to become a learn to
become a disciple who makes more disciples who multiply. 
Pray for encouragement, perseverance, spiritual covering and provision for every
worker.

Pray for their hearts to respond with faith to these miracles and acts of power. 
Pray for God to mercifully intercept youth headed down the road of radicalism and
those caught up in gang violence - for Jesus to encounter them and transform
their lives and those around them.
