Key Scriptures

Read these scriptures before using the below prayer points to pray - let them inform your prayers

Inner life of a disciple

Identity 
- Pray for believers to be rooted in their identity as a friend and child of God. Pray they would grasp these realities more 

deeply every day, basking in his love, receiving his grace and communing in this divine fellowship.

Abiding in Jesus
-Pray disciples to remain in Jesus, live with Him as their source and remember outside of Jesus they will accomplish 

nothing.

-Pray for believers as they learn to abide that they would press into Jesus invitation that when we are abiding we can 
ask Him for anything and He will do it. 

Healing
- Pray for Afghan believers to receive healing from any trauma and heart wounds they carry. 

-Pray for forgiveness to flow where deep wounds have been inflicted and and deeper freedom to be found.
-Pray for generational patterns that are not aligned with the Kingdom of God to be broken and a new life giving way 

modeled and discovered. 

God’s heart
- Pray for Afghan believer’s hearts to be aligned with God’s heart - that beats for the lost, hurting and broken and longs 

for them to encounter God as their Father. 
-Pray for the things on the Father cares about to be what God’s Afghan children care about. Pray for a releasing from 

any ‘thorns or thistles’ that would try and hinder His children from being effective and numb their hearts. 

Fruitfulness

Disciples 
- Pray for Afghan believers to be disciples who remain in Jesus, listen and obey him, and multiply many more Jesus 

loving, obedient disciples who make many more! Pray for teams of these disciples to form to effectively raise up 
disciples to reach their families, communities and nations. 
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Character 
-Pray God’s Afghan kids would be marked by LOVE; that God’s love would flow through them past every cultural norm, 

experiences of the past and narrative they have previously known. 
- Pray for the Spirit’s transformational work in every believer’s heart to surrender and actively step into a new Spirit-

filled way of living. 

The body of believers

 Protection
-Pray for spiritual and physical protection for Afghan believers across the nations. Pray for them to be as wise as 

serpents and as innocent as doves.
-Pray for the eyes of those who are seeking to locate and cause trouble for believers to be blinded. 

Unity
-Pray for unity within the broader body of Christ, for love across ethnic groups to flow and not be hindered by pride, 

previous experiences, or unforgiveness. 
-Pray for small united gatherings of disciples strengthening one another in love, fellowship, through the Word and 

prayer. 

Jeremiah 17:5-8

This is what the Lord says:
“Cursed are those who put their trust in mere humans, who rely on human strength and turn their hearts away from 

the Lord. They are like stunted shrubs in the desert with no hope for the future. They will live in the barren wilderness in 
an uninhabited salty land. 

But blessed are those who trust in the Lord and have made the Lord their hope and confidence. They are like tress 
planted along a river bank with roots that reach deep into the water. Such trees are not bothered by the heat or 

worried by long months of drought. Their leaves stay green, and they never stop producing fruit.”
